SCCA Coordinating Council Meeting Summary

June 8, 2010 Conference Call

2009-2010 Remaining Funding Allocations
The SCCA anticipated between $7,000-15,000 in unspent funds from 2009-2010 implementation projects. Council members reviewed 25 proposals submitted, totaling $94,871 in requests.  SCCA staff recommended that projects not be funded at $2,000 or higher due to limited funding and that the council to approve approximately $7,000 in funding and rank an additional $8,000 in proposals in order of priority, which will be funded in order as funds are available. Criteria staff used to rank proposals include: 1) Are active SCCA members involved in project? 2) Do proposals build on an ongoing initiative or on past efforts? 3) Do proposals address disparities or areas the SCCA has not funded this year or last year? 4) Is the budget request reasonable? 5) Do projects support implementation of the state cancer plan?
Council reviewed and discussed proposals and unanimously approved the following funding allocation decisions:
