Motions Passed / Decisions Made:

· August 10, 2010 Minutes: Previous meeting minutes were unanimously approved as written.

· Coordinating Council Election Slate: The Council Nominating Committee presented an election slate for the fall Coordinating Council election (19 candidates for 9 vacancies). A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to “accept the election slate as presented”.  The ballot will go out via email and members may vote electronically or at the October 8 SCCA Conference. Members suggested that those not elected be brought into the SCCA in some way and that we think about ways to reach out to them. Next step for the Council will be to fill the vacant Board representative position. 
· Coordinating Council Policies and Procedures: The Board Council Liaison Committee presented a draft Workgroup/Project Application, 2010-11 Funding Proposal Application and Workgroup/Project Structure for consideration.  The Workgroup/Project Application document was edited. A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to “accept all three proposals and documents as edited”.  
Discussion Items / Reports:

· Executive Director Report: Don Simmons reported that an SCCA fundraising campaign will be kicked off on October 1st. Phase one will be SCCA leadership (board, council, staff, active members) and Phase two will be other donors throughout the state. During the next few months, Don will be taking a more active role with the Coordinating Council, transitioning with Alan Waln. 

· Board Council Liaison Committee / 2011-12 Grant Application Process: The committee recommended that the Council begin formalizing the 2011-12 grant funding process as soon as possible. Suggestions included sending the notice out early, stating clearly what is and is not allowable and determining review process. A two-step process was proposed, with a review committee and full council approval. The Board Council Liaison was asked to continue to develop a process for consideration at the October Council meeting. 
· Cancer Plan Update: Alan Waln reported that the process of updating our current plan is continuing. Feedback is being gathered and summarized from SCCA members and other partners and the goal is to have the new plan ready for publication in January, 2010.  The Cancer Plan Committee will provide recommendations to the council for review and discussion at the October in-person meeting. 

New / Old Business
· October 7-8 Member Conference: Planning continues on our October 7-8 member conference in Charleston, SC. Early registration, with reduced fee, will continue until September 29.

· Winter 2011 Conference: The winter conference is scheduled for Thursday, February 10th in Columbia, with a reception and cooking demonstration planned for the evening of February 9th. 

· 2011 Coordinating Council Meeting Calendar: Members discussed setting the meeting schedule for 2011 and agreed to keep the 2010 system, with 8 meetings (6 via conference call & 2 in person). Peggy and Alan will draft a schedule for consideration and approval at the October meeting. 
Action Items:

· The vacancy on the SCCA Board needs to be filled.

· The 2011-12 grant funding process and timeline needs to be finalized. 

· The Coordinating Council will have final responsibility for updating of our current state cancer plan.
