Welcome / Introductions
Dr. Ureda opened the meeting and welcomed participants. 
Minutes from the January 30, 2009 meeting were approved as written.  
Cancer Plan Implementation for FY10

The Proposal Review Committee submitted their funding proposal ranking for Council consideration. John Ureda reported that SCCA Board President has requested that the final funding vote be delayed due to funding negotiations currently underway with SC DHEC.  With a significant reduction in our 09/10 budget expected, staff time may need to be incorporated into implementation projects where appropriate.  The board pledged to work quickly and share specific feedback on the budget and proposal funding with Council via email or conference call. 




Members discussed proposal issues. Topics included the establishment of priorities for staff and implementation projects in the future, Council versus the Board related to final implementation funding authority, and the need for a clear explanation to members regarding the delay in funding announcements. A consensus was reached that transparency and simplicity of message would be important and that a message should be crafted as soon as possible. The board has meetings scheduled for April 27 and May 8, so the issue should be resolved soon. Members were also asked to keep the scoring information within the Council until a final decision on funding has been made. 
The CDC prohibits funding for food and beverage, research as it relates to clinical trials and lobbying.  Dr. Ureda proposed the following items that would not quality for funding through SCCA guidelines:

1) food and beverage (CDC prohibits);
2) travel to national meetings;
3) patient travel costs;
4) paying incentives to study/survey participants.

Members discussed the proposed limitations, expressing concerns about changing the rules after the process has been completed.  Dr. Byrd, DHEC, suggested the possibility of keeping projects in–house in the future, rather than opening up to the community. Partnership opportunities with DHEC could be explored to help defray costs, including region cancer projects and SCCA evaluation. Clarity on the CDC research was provided. They allow for evaluation research, such as the evaluation project proposed and limit research such as clinical trials. This limitation should not affect our proposals.
A motion was made to approve limiting funding for items 1-4 above. The motion was seconded.  An amendment was made and seconded to only consider item number 1 (food and beverage).  The amendment was voted on and did not pass. Another amendment was made, seconded and passed, to consider items 1-4 separately. 

1) Food and Beverage Restriction – This restriction was approved by a unanimous voice vote.
2) Travel to National Meetings – This restriction was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

3) Patient Travel – This restriction was rejected by a majority voice vote. 

4) Incentives for Study/Survey Participants – This restriction was approved by a voice vote.

The result of the vote above is that no implementation funds should be allocated for 1) food and beverage, 2) travel to national meetings and 3) incentives for study/survey participants. While projects with these items may be funded, those specific portions of the budget will not. 
Board of Directors Report
(Plan of Action)

Peggy Anthony, Board Vice-President, reported that the board has been meeting and is working on developing an SCCA business plan and goals for the alliance. Officers have been elected, standing monthly conference calls set and a retreat meeting scheduled for May 8. 
(Treasurer’s Report)


Jeanne Musgrove, Treasurer, provided an update. She is working with Board President, Diane Gluck, on the DHEC contract negotiations and on our Capitol Consultants agreement.
The transition in Finance Committee leadership took place at the April 3 conference call. Jeanne has assumed the role of Finance Committee Chair & will lead future meetings. Monthly meetings have been rescheduled to fit the new board meeting schedule. Debbie Seale will continue to serve on the committee for continuity. They are recruiting new members and asked that anyone interested in serving contact her or Finance Committee staff, Alan Waln. 
To date, $30,179 has been received during the current fundraising campaign. This includes $19,950 from organizations and $10,229 from individuals. $27,885 was received in 2008 and $2,294 to date in 2009. As recommended by the board at the last meeting, the campaign is on hold until the fundraising feasibility study, currently underway, is completed

The Fundraising Feasibility Study is underway. Cindy Nesmith has interviewed 12 SCCA members to date (10 in person and 2 via telephone). This includes a diverse group from different areas of state (Columbia, Greenville & Charleston). She is getting good information and some patterns are emerging. The goal is to complete 30 interviews prior to May 8 board meeting. Once this information has been provided to the board, decisions on future fundraising strategies will be made
Additional issues they are  working on include: 1) improving the financial report format, an updated report was provided by Laura Stuckey, Executive Director, 2) conducting an annual audit,  and 3) filing of our IRS 990 Form

It included additional categories including Status Notes, Data Sources, Indicators, Benchmarks, and Baseline Measures. Members liked the new version and requested that development continue. 









New / Unfinished Business
Cancer Report Card – Efforts are continuing on development of the next SC Cancer Report Card, with a goal to produce the report by the October 23, 2009 SCCA Annual Meeting. Updates will be provided as progress continues.



Coordinating Council Elections – Member terms are ending this year for several Council members. Elections will be held at the October Annual Meeting. Staff will contact those members to ascertain their desire to run for another term and discuss the election process.
Board Membership – Dr. Stephen Lloyd asked if any clinicians, physicians or nurses, were on the newly elected SCCA Board. While there were clinicians on the ballot, none were elected.  He expressed the value of having clinician participation in the future. 
Next Meeting / Adjourn – The next SCCA member meeting and Council meeting is set for Friday, October 23, 2009 at the Columbia Conference Center in Columbia.  However, a conference call may be held prior to that date. Staff will contact members about this issue. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:10 pm.
