Welcome / Introductions

Dr. Ureda opened the meeting and welcomed participants. Minutes from the April 24 , 2009 meeting were approved as written.  

Dr. Ureda updated members on the recent Board of Directors decision to end our Capitol Consultants management contract on June 30, 2009.  Alan Waln will serve as Interim Executive Director for no longer than six months and will work with Laura Stuckey on transition issues.  John thanked Laura and Richard Davis for their past work.  Jeanne Musgrove, SCCA Treasurer, is also working to establish procedures and guidelines for more financial accountability. 
Committees / Announcements

Cancer Report Card – Efforts are continuing on development of the next SC Cancer Report Card, with a goal to produce the report by the October 23, 2009 SCCA Annual Meeting. A recent report card survey was sent to all SCCA members to capture cancer related accomplishments. Draft documents will soon be shared with Council for feedback. 
Annual Meeting Committee – The October 23, 2009 SCCA Annual Meeting will include our annual awards and Coordinating Council member elections. Alan is working with John on the election process and more information will be sent to members. Volunteers were requested to serve on an Annual Meeting Planning Committee. Debbie Seale and Ginie Daguise volunteered.

Cancer Plan Implementation for FY10

John Ureda reported that 2009-10 budget has been substantial reduced from last year.  The Board of Directors recently met and finalized budget allocations, with a total of $139,000 being allocated for cancer plan implementation. This includes approximately $79,000 in staff time allocations and $60,000 in proposal funding allocations. 

Members reviewed proposal summaries and rankings for allocation. Previously rejected funding categories (travel to national meetings, food and beverage and incentives for study/survey participants) were removed from the budgets of all proposals reviewed. DHEC also communicated to the group that CDC implementation funds may not be used for research. Members agreed that in future years we should look at proposals before they are sent to the review committee, looking for requests that cannot be funded or are incomplete.
After discussion and voting, the $60,000 available was unanimously allocated as follows:

The allocation amounts listed above do not include the $79,000 in staff time allocations. Many of the funded projects have additional staff time allotted, bringing their total funding to a higher final amount.  The Colorectal Workgroup also has an allocation of staff time.
Notifications to applicants will be sent out as soon as possible. The Council also requested that funded applicants be asked to review their budgets for any additional areas that could be cut.  DHEC may receive additional one time funds for implementation. If so, the top unfunded projects listed above will be given priority for funding consideration. Other emphasis areas for funded applicants include reporting expectations and the importance of actively participating with the SCCA on projects.
