Introductions

Heather led the group in introductions.

Approval of Agenda

Heather asked the group if there were suggestions for additions of agenda items/further items to discuss. Group members approved the agenda as it was originally presented.

Update

Following the June 13, 14 Moving to Action meetings, there has been follow up work including a presentation of SC cervical cancer information at the ACS Cervical Cancer Conference in Durham, NC, work towards a special edition of the Journal of the SC Medical Association on cervical cancer, and discussion with organizations about their support and funding of our messaging campaign. 
Determination of Group Chairpersons
The job of the Chairperson (Chair and Co-Chair) will require the time commitment of any typical Chairperson appointment. The term for the Chairs can be decided on the group. This is not specified for workgroups, per the rules of the SC Cancer Alliance. (Task Force Chairs are elected each year). 

The group decided that 2 years would be a good compromise, but that this timeframe could be flexible. In the interest of continuity it would be beneficial to have the Co-Chair move into the Chair’s position after the Chair has served his/her time but this would require a long commitment from the Co-Chair. Due to this the group decided it was best to give group members time to think about this commitment. There was a request for the roles and responsibilities to be more clearly defined. The candidates will be asked to write a brief description about themselves and there will be a vote via e-mail.

On the call Heather was asked to be the Chair and she accepted. The formal vote was taken on the call. Heather Brandt will serve as Chair. Nominations and volunteers for Co-Chair are being solicited. 
Review of Action Items 
A summary document was sent out in the months and weeks prior to this day’s call. Heather went through the priorities, plan of action and coordination of future activities. These materials can be accessed at http://cpcp.asph.sc.edu/MTA/ (and the summary document is included with the minutes).
In response to this information a statement was made that it will be important to market a consistent message and also important for people to support this effort and make it one of their priorities. 

A question was asked about how we disseminate this information to the rural SC area. It was stated that the important links will be to enlist the HCPs who are on the perimeter and give them current information and guidelines. Education efforts through hospitals. Local grand rounds, etc.

The summary document captures the most common themes and records what is most feasible, obtainable.

Implementing Action Items

The decision was made to implement the action items through a small group approach of working teams. The three teams will be titled Public Health Education / Health Communication, Health Care Provider Education and Access to Care/Policy & Advocacy. Several members of the group volunteered to be on one of the teams. Teams will determine leader and coordinate meeting times.  The volunteers are below. We will need many more people especially for the Public Health Education/Communication team as January is the timeframe for the messaging campaign.

Heather has been talking to ACS and other organizations to enlist financial support for the messaging campaign. The goal is to put up 150 billboards, purchase PSA time, & use earned media time. The Latina Initiative is already working on Spanish language health communication campaign for January 2009.  The campaign will include newsletters, PSAs, and print ads targeting Latinas in the Midlands with materials available for use statewide..  The messaging campaign is an opportunity to raise awareness in our state.
Policy Efforts

There may be a role for our team members at the meeting next month. Some SCCA policy agenda items include advocating for recurring funds for BCN and opportunities with ACS around access to care.
