Health Care Provider Education Group
Sharon Bond reported that her group had discussion about priorities around provider education.

Policy & Access to Care

Jeff Korte reported that his team had a teleconference and discussed focus areas. Gailya Walter and Nancy Cheney were to look into a scheduled Legislative Breakfast. Identify legislators on the key committee and use the Feb 26th to educate them.
The ACS has a similar breakfast scheduled for January 14 in Columbia. There are opportunities to educate legislators at this event too.
Increase on cigarette tax- goal is to raise it to $1 – unclear where new revenue would go- the Assembly might have a portion go to cancer prevention and control. The team will keep an eye on this.

Another goal mentioned is to advocate for recurring budget funds for BCN.
