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	Goal:  Ensure that health care legislation,  the Patient Protection and Affordability Care Act of 2010 , is implemented in SC to maximize  benefits to reduce the high burden of cancer in our state and increase access and quality of cancer services



	

	Strategies: (working with partners) 

1. Advocate supporting state adoption of federal standards of health insurance market reforms to include those related to pre existing conditions, elimination of lifetime benefit caps, no cost prevention care, inclusion of an essential benefit package and others outlined in federal legislation.

2. Monitor state and private activities on wellness incentives, to ensure that these programs not be used as surrogate for premium  based on health status

3. Advocate to ensure SC adopt protocols and standards that facilitate enrollment of individuals in state and federal health programs, including subsidies, Medicaid, and insurance exchanges; this should provide eligibility  information and capacity to apply, recertify and manage eligibility online.

4. Educate and encourage cancer survivors and care takers to serve on consumer councils and have meaningful representation on Board established to develop grants and implementation of reforms .and simplification of enrollment in health plans.

5. Advocate for conversion of state funded health care programs to Medicaid if cancer patients and consumers will receive better benefits or expand coverage.(Best Chance Network, SCOPE SC others)

6. Encourage state legislature to use increased  federal match (FMAP) to expand primary care physician participation to counsel and advocate to patients get cancer screening services

7. Advocate establishing effective outreach and assistance programs for low income citizens to reduce burden of cancer.

8. Encourage cancer prevention services for adults in Medicaid and comply and waive cost sharing requirements
