SCCA Coordinating Council 

October 19, 2006 Quarterly Meeting

Welcome
Dr. John Ureda called the meeting to order and welcomed participants as well as Dr. David Rice present for Dr. Larry Gluck. The July 2006 Coordinating Council Meeting Minutes were approved as written.
Dr. Ureda announced that the contract between DHEC and the SCCA was signed on September 1, 2006.  The Scope of Service for the contract is as follows:  The SCCA will work in coordination with the SC DHEC Division of Cancer Prevention and Control to (1) address the adverse impact cancer has on the lives of South Carolina citizens and their family members; (2) improve current levels of coordination, collaboration and communication across the system of cancer care; and (3) improve cancer prevention and control service delivery and integration.   A copy of the Contract was included in the Coordinating Council’s meeting folder. Dr. Ureda thanked Dr. Lisa Waddell for all her help in getting this contract developed.

Diane Gluck was asked to introduce the new Executive Director of the SCCA, Ms. Brooke Russell.  As Chairman of the Search Committee, she reported that the committee had received over 12 applications for the position.  She said that she and the committee were very pleased with the selection of Ms. Russell for the job.  She is from Florida and has had extensive experience in the management of non profit organizations.  She will begin her duties as executive director on October 30, 2007. 

The Council spent time discussing the transition process that was necessary with the hiring of an executive director.  Discussion followed concerning the need to establish a Leadership Team to assist Ms. Russell with this transition process.  After much discussion it was decided that the current Executive Committee would serve in this capacity.  Dr. Ureda would remain as chairman. 

A motion was made by Peggy Anthony that the current eight member Executive Committee would serve for a six month period and be ready to give a report on its progress at the Annual Meeting on May 11, 2007. The motion was seconded by Dr. Ureda.  It was voted on and passed.
Another motion was made that the Executive Committee would be given the authority to act of the Council’s behalf for this six month period to expedite decisions that needed to be made to assist the Executive Director to set up and organize a functional, independent SCCA office.  The motion passed.

The role of the Coordination Council was discussed.  It was agreed that its primary role will be the implementation of the State Cancer Plan.  It was reported that there was some confusion from the general membership during the strategic planning process of the role of the Coordination Council.  There was discussion about the relationship between the Council’s new primary role and the role of the Plan Implementation Team (PIT).  Ginie Daguise reported that the reports from the activities of the PIT would be emailed to Coordinating Council Members in the next several weeks.  

Diane Gluck volunteered to initiate and facilitate dialogue between the Council and PIT.

Debbie Seale gave the Treasurer’s Report.  As of October 19, 2006, the SCCA’s current account balance was $41,605.38.  She reported that during the last quarter that the organization’s expenses exceeded its income.  There was some discussion about the need to establish a Finance/Fund Raising Committee. 

New Business
Peggy Anthony announced that she had been appointed to a second two year term for the National Cancer Institute’s Board of Directors.  She said that her credentials of the board stated that she was representing the SCCA Coordinating Council.
