Dr. Claudia R. Baquet is the Associate Dean for Policy and Planning and serves as an advocate for 
quality health care with a focus on issues related to the health needs and models of care for the  
medically underserved and minority communities. Dr. Baquet has served as Director of the  
Maryland Area Health Education Center Program (MDAHEC) for 16 years and Director of the  
Center for Health Policy/Health Services Research, one of four organized research centers at 
the University of Maryland Baltimore (UMB). In 2007, she became director of the UMB academic  
program in Minority Health and Health Disparities Education and Research.   

Dr. Baquet is the former Deputy Assistant Secretary Health (Minority Health)  at the US Department of Health and  
Human Services (HHS).  In addition, she is the former Associate Director for Cancer Control Science and Chief of the 
Special Populations Research at the National Cancer Institute.  In 2002, Dr. Baquet served as the chair of the Governor's 
Commission for the Prevention of Infant Mortality and received the Governor's Citation for the reduction of the  
Maryland infant mortality rate. She was also formally recognized by the Maryland Senate for her work to reduce cancer 
disparities and, most recently, for her longstanding commitment to underserved communities.
